Yes, raising children is not easy. Even when we try our best, we may
still feel lost. But the beauty of the home-school relationship is not
only in how we cooperate, but also in how we remind each other. We
remind each other not to rely only on ourselves and not to let worry
steal our peace.

In a fast-paced, competitive world, it’s easy to over-plan every
detail of our children’s lives. But true peace doesn't come from
perfect planning-it comes from trusting God.
